You will need to attend a lecture for renewing your driver’s license.  There are several lecture courses 

(See the table below).  Before the renewal period of your driver’s license, a Renewal Notice (a post card) 

will be sent to you to let you know which lecture you need to attend for renewal.

Those who need to attend this lecture: 

* Are under age 70 during their renewal period, and 

* Have had a Japanese driver’s license for longer than 5 consecutive years, and 

* In the last 5 years: have not committed any traffic offenses; and have not 

intentionally induced others to commit serious traffic offences; or, have not caused 

injury or death off the road. 

General 

Driver’s 

Lecture 

Those who need to attend this lecture: 

* Are under age 70 during their renewal period, and 

* Have had a Japanese driver’s license for longer than 5 consecutive years, and 

* In the last 5 years: have committed only 1 minor traffic offense (3 points or less); 

and have not intentionally induced others to commit serious traffic offenses; or, 

have not caused injury or death off the road. 

Traffic 

Offender’s 

Lecture 

Those who need to attend this lecture: 

* Are under age 70 during their renewal period, and 

* Have had a Japanese driver's license for longer than five 5 consecutive years, and 

* In the last five 5 years: have committed traffic offenses other than one 1 minor 

traffic offense; and have not intentionally induced others to commit serious traffic 

offenses; or, have not caused injury or death off the road.

Those who need to attend this lecture:* Are under age 70 during their renewal 

period, and 

* Have had a Japanese driver's license for less than five 5 consecutive years, and 

* Have been accident- and violation-free; or, have committed only one 1 minor 

traffic offense (3 points or less). 

Senior Driver‘s 

Lecture 

Those who need to attend this lecture are: 

* Over age 70 during their renewal period.
